INSTRUCTIONS REGARDING PHD THESIS FORMAT, BINDING, COMPOSITION AND LANGUAGE
(R.D. 99/2011)
1. Definition
The PhD thesis comprises an original piece of research produced by the doctorand in any discipline from the research areas set out for PhD programmes at the Universidad Internacional Menéndez Pelayo (UIMP).  The thesis must qualify the doctorand for independent work in the field of R&D&i.
2. Language
The thesis must be written and, where applicable, defended in Spanish or another other official language of Spain, or English. 
3. Structure
The PhD thesis shall at least include the following sections:
	Cover and spine
	See appendix I.

	First page
	The same items on the front cover shall be included.

	Second page
	This shall contain: the name of the centre where the PhD thesis was undertaken, the Thesis Title, the name and surname(s) of the author specifying her/his prior academic title, and the name and surname(s) of the supervisor and joint supervisor, where applicable. 

	Acknowledgements (optional)
	Acknowledgements that the author wishes to make.

	General Table of Contents
	This should include all sections from abstract to appendices, specifying all chapters, sections and pages.

	Abstract 
(Where the language used is not Spanish)
	This should at least include the thesis objectives, results and conclusions.

	Chapter I
	This should contain: the introduction, topic and objectives of the study, research methodology, state-of-play and structure of the work.

	Chapter II and subsequent
	Research development, data collected and analysis thereof.

	Final Chapter
	The research conclusions. 

	Bibliography
	References to resources used (bibliographic and others) in the research.

	Indices (optional)
	Tables, figures, symbols, list of abbreviations, etc.

	Appendices (optional)
	Documentary appendix, where applicable.


4.  Formal Characteristics

	Font
	Times New Roman, Calibri, Cambria, Arial (preferably in upper case) or Garamond with the main text in 12 points. Titles should use the same font in bold in 14 points. For footers under graphs and footnotes, the same font should be used in 10 points.

	Normal

	Margins
	Top, bottom, left and right: 2 centimetres. It is advisable to increase the left margin by 0.5 centimetres to counteract the effect of the binding. 

	Printing the Text
	Double-sided is advisable.

	Binding
	It shall be done so that the thesis is protected and not manipulated:
- Hardback or case-bound.
- Softcover or paperback.


5.  Structure of a Compendium of Articles Thesis
A compendium of articles thesis shall comprise a set of published articles and/or articles accepted for publication with a proven common topic, in accordance with the following structure: 
1. A general INTRODUCTION that justifies the common overarching topic of the thesis and a review of the state-of-play in the topic.
2.  OBJECTIVES to be attained, stating in which article or publication they are covered.
3. One or more CHAPTERS that comprise the full article or publication as an essential component of the main text of the thesis. Unpublished research results may also be included. These chapters must contain an introduction and partial conclusions. An article or publication may be part of one or more chapters although in no way may the content be repeated throughout the PhD thesis.
4. A unifying DISCUSSION on all the results obtained, differentiating between those published and those not.
5. Final, original and unpublished CONCLUSIONS.
6. ABSTRACT in Spanish and English or, failing this, the common language for scientific communication in the scientific, technical or artistic field of knowledge.
7. BIBLIOGRAPHIC REFERENCES, documentary or other types required by each knowledge area (they may be presented jointly or by presented chapter/article).
Moreover, they must contain a report on the impact index and quartile from the Journal Citation Reports (SCI and/or SSCI), SCOPUS or any selective database with an impact reference index in the area for the presented publications.
